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Prep League and Junior Babe Ruth League Rules
1.
Pitching. Pitching will follow the pitch count rules. Ages 13-16.

· 1-30 pitches = 0 days rest
· 31-45 pitches = 1 days rest

· 46-60 pitches = 2 days rest

· 61-75 pitches = 3 days rest

· 76+ pitches = 4 days rest

· MAX AMOUNT OF PITCHES = 95 in a day

2.
Participation of all players.  Every player in attendance will bat and play at least half of the game in the field.  No one should sit twice before everybody has sat once.
3.
Defense - free substitution rule.  You may enter and re-enter your players in different positions freely throughout the game.  Substitutions and re-entry on defense will not affect the batting lineup.  

4.
Courtesy runner.  You may use a courtesy runner for your pitcher and/or catcher at any time during the game, regardless of the number of outs at the time. Since everybody bats, courtesy runner must be the player that made the last out.
5.
Shortage of players.  A team must have seven of their own players to count as an official game.  For each player short of nine, an out must be taken at the end of the order.  Substitute players may be picked up from other teams.  Sub players should be of similar talent to the player he is replacing, he must bat last, he must play the outfield, and must be a registered member of EPD Prep League or JBR League. NO EXCEPTIONS.  If you have 6 players or less, you will be credited with a forfeit loss.  
6.
No new inning may start past 1:50 minutes from the start of game.  Once the time limit is reached, finish the inning you are in, and the game will be complete. 

7.
In the event of a tie at the end of regulation or time limit, one additional inning will be played using international rules.  Batters will start with a 1-1 count, there will be one out, and the last out of the previous inning will start on second base.  If the game is still tied after one additional inning, the game will end in a tie.  During the tournament, games will be played regularly until a winner has been determined.

8.
All games will consist of 7 innings or time limit, whichever comes first.  There is a 10-run rule after five innings.
